I. We are vessels, we can be filled-2Tm2:20-He shall be a vessel unto honor-Rm15:13-God 
of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing that ye may abound in hope through the 
power of the Holy Ghost-Ac13:52-Disciples were filled with joy and with the Holy Ghost-Rm15:4-
Full of goodness-Rm1:29-Filled with all unrighteousness-Ac13:9-Filled with the Holy Ghost  

A. You bring forth based on what you’re full of-Mt12:35-Good man out of the good treasure of 
the heart brings forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things 

B. Guard the vessel because your life comes out of there-Pr4:23-KJ-Keep your 
heart with all diligence for out of it are the issue of life-YL-The outgoings of life 

C. What you yield to you get full of-Jn14:30-Prince of this world…has nothing in me 

II. Peace/joy are connected to the Holy Ghost and being filled with the Spirit-
Rm14:17-Kingdom of God is not meat and drink but righteousness and peace and joy in the 
Holy Ghost-1Th1:6-Received the word in much affliction with joy of the Holy Ghost-Ac13:52 

A. Peace and joy are the fruit of yielding to, being full of the spirit-
Ga5:16-Walk (follow, precede) in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the 
flesh.17For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and 
these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye 
would.18But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. 19Now the works of 
the flesh…are adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,20Idolatry, 
witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 
21Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like…22But the fruit of the 
Spirit is love, joy, peace…24And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with 
the affections and lusts.25…let us also walk in the Spirit. 

B. Yielding to/being full of the flesh produces opposite of the fruit of the spirit 

III. We need to keep on being filled with the Spirit-Ep5:18-Be not drunk with wine, 
where in is excess but be filled with the Spirit (RR-Be ye being filled); Speaking to 
yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart 
to the Lord-ISV,CJ-Instead keep on being filled with the spirit 

A. You can have been spirit-filled, but not full of the spirit-Ac19:1-Paul… 
came to Ephesus and finding certain disciples2…Have ye received the Holy Ghost since 
ye believed…We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost5…they were 
baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.6When Paul had laid his hands upon them the 
Holy Ghost came on them and they spake with tongues and prophesied.7…about twelve 

B. We can be depleted of the spirit inside-The evidence is a tired, 
lifeless, fleshy, blahness, not bearing the fruit of the spirit-2Co4:16-
Inward man is renewed (new strength) day by day-Ep3:16-To be strengthened with might 
by his Spirit in the inner man.19…that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God. 

C. A vacuum/void in your spirit can give place to something else-Best way 
to keep bad things out is to be full of good-Mt12:43-When the unclean spirit 
is gone out of a man he walketh through dry places seeking rest and findeth none. 44Then 
he saith, I will return into my house from whence I came out and when he is come he 
finds it empty, swept, and garnished.45Then goeth he, and taketh with himself seven 
other spirits more wicked than himself and they enter in-Ac5:3-Satan filled thine heart 
to lie to the Holy Ghost-Ps69:20-Full of heaviness-Jn16:6-Sorrow hath filled your heart  

D. We need refillings to stay full of the spirit-You’re saved, the Holy 
Spirit didn’t leave you, but you can live not being filled  

IV. You get full of the spirit by yielding to the spirit, speaking to yourself in 
psalms, hymns, spiritual songs, singing, making melody, giving thanks-Ep5:18 
Ze2:10-Sing and rejoice o daughter of Zion for lo, I come and I will dwell in the midst of thee

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A. It’s easy to be intellectual, lazy, fleshy, negative and get into the 
day-to-day grind not sing, pray in the spirit, give thanks, prophesy- 
We yield to the spirit NOT to the tired, sad, dreary, depressed flesh 
because yielding to the flesh you’ll get depleted of the spirit inside 

B. 75 plus references we’re told to sing or decisions to sing-Ps30:4-Sing unto 
the Lord, O ye saints of his-Pr29:6-The righteous man sings and rejoices-Ps147:1-It is 
good (benefit) to sing unto our God; it is pleasant (sweet)-Ps92:1-It is a good thing to 
give thanks unto the Lord, and to sing praises unto thy name 

V. There’s peace and joy in the Holy Ghost 

A. Being filled with the spirit has similar characteristics to being drunk-
You wouldn’t say people are drunk just because they were speaking 
different languages and so there must have been other expressions that 
caused people to say that-A little loud, happy, off balance-Ac2:4-They 
were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit 
gave them utterance. 6Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and 
were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language.13Others 
mocking said, These men are full of new wine. 15For these are not drunken, as ye suppose 

B. They replaced being filled with the spirit-Stop getting drunk- 

1. This life is hard to take sober-Mundane, drudgery, problems, it’s 
why people and say, I need a drink; Looking for an escape and some 
enjoyment and that’s not all bad; The issue is what you’re drinking 

C. Take a drink and be filled with the spirit-Speaking is like drinking 
naturally and this is spiritual activity and your spirit is active and 
the more you yield to The Spirit, the fuller of Him you get and His 
presence has an effect similar to that of alcohol/drug on the body-

G. When you are full of Him, you’re full of what He’s full of and so you 
get full of joy, peace, life, strength  

H. We yield to Him in prayer and praise and thanksgiving. We yield to him 
in what we say and what we do. The more we yield the more full we get. 
The more you yield to the spirit of the evil one, the more full of him 
you get. 
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I. You can’t walk in peace and joy without yielding to and being full of 
the Holy Spirit 

J. Whatever you yield to you get full of  

K. Rather than be troubled and yield to that we’re going to yield to the 
spirit in speaking to ourselves in songs and spiritual songs and hymns 
and make melody in our hearts and give thanks 

L. To get your peace and joy up you have to get filled with the Holy Spirit 
and be being filled-Learn how to take a drink and get drunk-Acts 7:51-
Resist the holy Ghost; Ps16:11-In his presence is fulness of joy; Full 
of heaviness, full of sorrow being full of this because there was a 
vacuum  

1. Supposed to be singing more, praising more, thanking God more 

2. Yielding determines filling  

3. Excess-Unsavedness, riotousness, uncontrolled; It’ll make you act 
like you’re unsaved, you get drunk enough and you’ll lose control; 
Anything that messes with your awareness and alters your thinking 
and your mind and your feelings you cannot afford because most 
folks are barely functional with full cognitive ability and if you 
take part of it away and you got problems; Don’t be drunk with 
alcohol

G. Wrath is a work of the flesh-Gal5:20-Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred,

H. Pr24:19-Fret not yourself because of evil men, Proverbs 15:15-GW, Psalm

A. Righteous indignation will push you towards the spirit, it’ll directs 
your ire toward the devil; The wrath of man pushes towards sin and the 
flesh and pushes your ire toward man  

B. [Th-Reviling-Language of despising] 

C. The devil wants you upset about something all the time and if you 
practice being upset it’ll grow in you 

II. Rejoice always, let your moderation be known unto all men, be careful for 
nothing-Ph4:4-13 

A. We are to live in a perpetual state of gladness-Calmly happy  

B. Let your moderation be known to all men-ST-Mild (tender, gentle in 
disposition, kind, compassionate, merciful, not cruel, fierce, rough, 
angry, calm, tranquil), gentle (mild, meek, not rough/harsh, peaceable-
quiet, undisturbed, not agitated); W1828-Calmness of mind; equanimity 
(calm temper, evenness of mind), restrain of violent passions  

1. Let your stance for righteousness be known to all men 

C. Be careful for nothing-Many are weighed down with cares of this life 

D. What you think on has directly affects your peace and joy-Think about 
all the sin and death and darkness in the world? If it’s a concern of 
yours be careful for nothing and make your request known to God 

E. Be a doer-Rejoice always, let your moderation be known unto all men, be 
careful for nothing 
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F. He learned how to maintain his peace and joy no matter what was 
happening-I know how to not have things go the way I want and not lose 
my peace and joy
